Bring your lunch &
drink. We still have openings for this workshop so contact Linda Rogers to sign up for the workshop.

SUPPLY LIST FOR STUDENTS: Rotary cutter with new blade, cutting mat, and rulers (bring what you have: I
recommend the 8” Bias Square™ cutting ruler from Martingale, the Omnigrid 6” x 24” ruler, 3” x 18” ruler and a 15”
square). Fabric: Bring 1/2 yard of light background print or solid, and assorted colors (at least a fat quarter of a
solid-looking dark, a solid-looking medium, and a multi-color medium-scale print). Bring more fabrics and colors if
you like.18” C-THRU drawing ruler (B-85)*, sharp pencil, eraser, colored pencils, compass. Sewing machine and
normal sewing supplies. Travel iron and ironing mat (if not provided by the guild or conference). Small zip-lock bags.
(Some 8” Bias Square cutting rulers will be available in class for $12.00. Large sheets of 1/8” graph paper will be
available in class for 25¢- each student will need one sheet.)

Your quilt
should be your perception of Texas or what Texas means to you. It should be 40 inches square after quilting,
have 3 layers, be quilted and have a 4 inch hanging sleeve.

Comfort Quilts



Let me start off by giving a great big THANK YOU to all of you who are currently working on Comfort Quilts. I
know of at least six quilts that will be turned in at the April meeting and I am sure that there are more that are
being worked on that I am not aware of.

Listed below are the quilts that we are currently in need of:

Baby Quilts (anything from 40 x 40 to 36 x 48) & we could use as many as 15 to 20 per month if we had them (crocheted or knitted blanfkets are welcome also)

Nursing Home Lap Quilts (36 x  40) d we currently have requests for 35

Throw Size (anything from 36 x 48 to 48 x 60) & we currently need at least 12 for the Weatherford Police Department
to be given to children

Twin Size 0 (65 x 88) we currently have requests for 21 for pre -teen and teenage boys and girls

All of the sizes listed above are approximate. However, the nursing home quilts need to be less than 40 inches wide
so that they will not get caught up in the wheelchairs.

The quantities listed are what I have requests for. The ideal situation would be to build an inventory of quilts to
have available when the need arises.

The Comfort Quilt Program has fabric and batting available for you to use if you choose. (Please feel free to use
materials from your stash as well if you prefer.) All of our materials are stored in space provided to us by Quazy
Quilts in a building behind their shop. If you need to pick up fabric or batting, please contact me by phone or email
and I will arrange to meet you at the shop.

I am currently making up notebooks containing copies of several simple quick-to-sew patterns that are ideal for
comfort quilts. The notebooks will be available soon at Quazy Quilts, Peachtree Quilts, and at the guild meetings.
Any pattern that you would like to use can be a “Comfort Quilt Pattern” these patterns are only suggestions.
