Supply list for learning process and work towards a small medallion quilt 

Tools:  sewing machine with needed cords, pedals, and filled bobbins; rotary tools including 18"x24" 

mat, cutter with good blade, 6" x 12" plastic ruler; neutral sewing thread; pins; seam ripper; small 

trash bag; 36"x36' design wall material; paper and pencil. 

 Fabric: for piecing only -- pre-cut strips: six black 3.5" x half-width (21"-22"); eight light (muslin or 

other) strips 3.5" x half-width; twelve assorted medium (scrap) strips 3.5" x half-width; eight brighter 

squares 5"x5" - two each of four different fabrics; four fat quarters.  No border fabric - you will 

choose that later.
